The LTL-299 (Figure 1) was developed from a patient’s primary ovarian cancer (high grade 

serous adenocarcinoma). When grafted under the renal capsules of SCID mice, the LTL-299 

shows no local invasion into adjacent host kidney parenchyma. No metastasis was observed. 

The LTL-299 also grows well when grafted subcutaneously.
