The LTL-422 was developed from a patient's primary ovarian cancer (high grade serous

carcinoma). Histopathologically, it closely resembles the patient’s cancer (Figs 1, 2).

When

grafted under the renal capsules of SCID mice, the LTL-422 shows limited local invasion into
adjacent host kidney. No metastasis was observed in hosts.

3. Study of mechanisms underlying tumor growth and progression.
